million dead The number of ethnic Germans killed during the cleansing period is suggested at 500 000 but in 1958
Statistisches Bundesamt the Federal Statistical Office of Germany published a report which gave the figure of 1 6 million
relating to expulsion related population losses in Poland alone Further investigation may in due course provide a more
