20th century was very much preoccupied with form In poetry that meant focus on the use and function of the word That
focus is perceptible everywhere in Eliot s criticism Even though the idea of the objective correlative was not an original one
Eliot s treatment of it is interesting because he sees a seeming truism the right word in the right place in a new light He
never developed the theory but the thought is traceable in several of his critical essays On account of its categorical and
rudimentary form the theory is not unproblematic whose fault is it if the reader s response does not square with the poet s
intention And indeed Eliot s own practice belies his theory witness the multifarious legitimate interpretations of his poems
