garden from his Notebooks with a reference to his interpretation of Vitruvius Andrea Palladio s I Quattro Libri dell
Architecttura The Four Books of Architecture 1570 is one of the most influential design works ever published The quotations

Times said Mr Blomfield s historical sketch of the art of gardening in England is full of interest and instruction and his
polemic against the so called landscape gardeners is vigorous incisive and to our mind convincing The book is undoubtedly
polemical but commendably scholarly Blomfield was the son of a bishop and had a hatred of modernism Gertrude Jekyll s
