Blomfield below John D Sedding Garden craft old and new 1891 introduced his book with a chapter on The Theory of the
Garden There are 2 chapters in the Encyclopedia Reginald Blomfield s The Formal garden in England 1901 edn originally
published by MacMillan and reproduced with their permission A contemporary review in The Times said Mr Blomfield s
historical sketch of the art of gardening in England is full of interest and instruction and his polemic against the so called
landscape gardeners is vigorous incisive and to our mind convincing The book is undoubtedly polemical but commendably
scholarly Blomfield was the son of a bishop and had a hatred of modernism Gertrude Jekyll s account of garden design from
Wall water and woodland gardens 1901 originally published by Country Life and reproduced with their permission Jekyll was
the most influential writer on planting design in the twentieth century This chapter is the clearest statement of her views on
