a book about America it is a book that uses the subject of the United States as a device with which to explore the modern
intellectual s retrograde habits of mind Beichman finds nothing particularly amusing about what American intellectuals do to
rationality and the English language let alone the common weal when they get on the subject of the United States But I for
one find his demonstration of the hash these men have made of the mother tongue extremely entertaining When initially
published Beichman s classic was termed powerful persuasive and credible a laser beam of fact and reason by the Los
Angeles Times and a most valuable antidote to a lot of cliche thinking and cliche thinking and cliche writing by the New York
Times Edwin McDowell in his review for the WaH Street Journal reminds the reader that Beichman is not a rightwinger bent



on defining the status quo but unabashedly a man of the left an important figure in the international trade union movement
